The Peter W. Forsythe Award for Leadership in Public Child Welfare

This award is offered annually to a person exhibiting leadership in the field of public child welfare and in support of NAPCWA's mission.  Nominees may be advocates, academicians, business persons, elected officials, federal government officials or philanthropists, for example.  Award criteria are based on 1) the nominee's leadership and support of public child welfare agency efforts to support families and protect children and 2) the extent to which the nominee's work has national significance.
